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ELIGIBILITY FOR SELECTION TO THE 2012 SA SCHOOLS SQUASH TEAMS

SA Schools Squash will select two representative national touring teams in 2012.  Ten U19 boys, 10 U19 girls, 6 U16 boys and 6 U16 girls will be invited to tour Malaysia in May/June 2012.  The exact dates are not yet available, but the tour will be organized by Sally White.  
The national U19 & U16 touring teams will be announced at the conclusion of the SA Schools Open in March.  All national rankings (including the U14 rankings) will be announced at the conclusion of the IPT events.  There will be THREE COMPULSORY QUALFYING EVENTS for selection for SA Schools teams and for national rankings in 2012.  These are the BLOEMFONTEIN OPEN from 9-11 March, the SA Schools’ Closed in Johannesburg from 22-25 March and the annual IPT’s from 23-27 June.  Any player who travels to Malaysia and then does not play in the IPT will NOT be ranked at IPT – unless of course they are injured and can produce medical documentation.  Any player who travels to Malaysia and then does not play IPT will also be barred from participation in Jarvis/Kaplan Cup – and we have secured Squash SA support for this decision.  The player will also be barred from competing in any SA Schools sanctioned events (including Top Schools) from the 2012 IPT up to and including the 2013 IPT.  The SA Schools U19 and U16 national touring teams (boys and girls) will receive bottle green and silver SA touring team colours.  The national U14 rankings will be announced at the conclusion of the U14 IPT and these 20 players (top 10 boys and top 10 girls) will be invited to attend a training camp in September.  

The SA Schools Closed will be for U19, U16 and U14 only.  No primary school player will be allowed to enter in the SA Schools Closed unless he/she is U14.  Participation in your home region’s Closed and Open events is also COMPULSORY. The closing date for entry for the SA Schools Closed is Friday 9 March (yes, two weeks prior to the event).  NO late entries will be accepted.  Please note that a maximum of 4 players per major region per age group per gender and 2 players per Country region per age group per gender may enter this event – to be verified by regional chairmen.  The entry fee will be R250.  There will be a R50 refund at the end of the tournament provided the player has played all his/her matches and marked the match after his/her match.  For full rules please see entry form.  

An SA Schools top 10 will be selected at IPT based on these three compulsory events.  THERE WILL BE NO PLAY-OFFS AT IPT EVENTS.   

The criteria for selection to SA Schools Squash Top 10 in 2012 are:

Players must play in the IPT tournament in June/July for their province in order to be selected for SA Schools Squash AND IN THE AGE GROUP FOR WHICH THEY WISH TO BE CONSIDERED FOR NATIONAL SELECTION.  All three of the events mentioned above will be taken into account for top 10 rankings. You must also play in your home region’s Open and Closed events.
The criteria for selection to SA Schools U19 and U16 touring teams in 2012 are:

Players must participate in the BLOEM OPEN (9 -11 MARCH) and the SA SCHOOLS CLOSED (22-25 MARCH) in Johannesburg, their local Closed and Open tournaments and the IPT in the age group in which they wish to be considered for touring teams.  The results of the IPT obviously cannot affect selection for Malaysia.  But players will have to undertake to play in the IPT.  A player must enter and play in all three compulsory tournaments AND must complete at least two of the three tournaments in their entirety to be considered for national selection/ranking.  In other words, a player may withdraw through injury during a tournament once and once only out of the three compulsory events if he/she is to be considered for national selection.  Only players whose behaviour at these tournaments is satisfactory (on and off the court) will be considered for national selection/ranking.  

Please be advised that should there be any reason why you cannot fulfill these criteria, you must contact me IN WRITING before 12 February 2012.  No consideration will be given to players who do not contact me unless they sustain a bona fide injury in which case a detailed medical certificate will be required.  All players will be required to sign a form indicating that they are fully aware of the selection criteria at the Bloemfontein Open on 9 March 2012. Regional chairs will also be required to sign a form in this regard.  
A player who asks for exemption from either the Bloemfontein Open or the SA Schools Closed will need to have good reason AND will be required to play in the National U19 or U16 event in Cape Town from 20-22 April instead of the tournament they want/need to miss.
